We have been given £48,000, not the expected £56,000.  This is because the decision was made 2 months into the financial year and so we’ve been given the money Pro Rata (at a cut).

The exec will be speaking with the board to see if there is anything we can do about this.  Much of the money that was asked for was for specific events like VoxPop and since a cut of the money has been removed from everything we now do not have what we had planned to spend.
