1. Apologies
Apologies were received from Nicola Cadman, Kieran Dexter, Chloe Oliver
2. Crime Reduction Roadshow Presentation
Representatives from Blaby District Council and the Fire Service presented a short presentation regarding Crime Reduction in Blaby District as part of the Crime Reduction Roadshow week being held in Braunstone Town.  Members of Blaby District Council and the Police had been available in the Civic Centre during the week 26th February to 2nd March to talk to local residents about crime prevention and concerns.  Representatives would be attending several groups based at the Civic Centre during the week including Over 60’s groups, parent and toddler groups etc. and had also asked to attend the meeting of the Youth Council.  Young people had been asked to complete a questionnaire regarding their views on crime in Braunstone Town.  Booklets regarding alcohol, drugs and personal safety had been circulated to the young people along with details of the Validate scheme which is a proof of age scheme aimed at young people aged 12 to 18.  Normally these cards cost £7.50 to the individual to obtain but Blaby District Council had received funds to pay for 500 cards to be issued free to individual young people.  
A representative of the Fire Service also attended the meeting to talk about hoax calls and arson attacks.  It was also suggested that arrangements could be made for members of the youth council to visit the Fire station on Meridian Way.  Pauline agreed to look into the idea and make arrangements for a visit.  

It was also noted that the 637 bus would be visiting Franklin Park on 17th , 24th of April and 1st May.

3. Minutes of meeting held on  30th January 2007
Minutes of the meeting held on 30th January 2007 were received and noted.
4. Youth Achievement Awards Presentation – Daniel Snell

Daniell Snell reported on the Youth Achievement Award Scheme. Daniel reported that there are several awards to achieve including Bronze, Silver, Gold and Platinum.  The awards consist of challenges that young people must achieve to obtain the awards which include attending meetings, mentoring, participating in projects etc.  At each meeting young people complete an assessment form that goes towards a portfolio of information which is used for the Youth Achievement Awards.  For young people under 13 there is the Youth Challenge scheme which goes toward the Youth Achievement Award.  Zoe Royle would set up a meeting at Glenfield in the near future with members of the youth council to collate portfolios for the Award Scheme 
5. First Aid Course

Members of the youth council had attended an Emergency Appointed Persons First Aid course at Braunstone Civic Centre on 15th February 2007.  Zoe was pleased to report that the representative of the Ambulance Service that ran course had applauded the attitude and behaviour of the young people on the course.  Certificates were handed to the young people and photographs taken.  A press release and photos would be sent to the Braunstone Life and put on the Jitty and Braunstone Town Council websites.
6. Young People’s Art Event – Countesthorpe College
The young people reported on their visit to Countesthorpe College for a Young People’s Art Festival.  The evening consisted of work on graffiti boards, DJ Workshops, live band, t-shirt printing etc.

Grant Application
