1. Apologies
Apologies were received from Nicola Cadman, Chloe Oliver, Kieran Dexter and Kane Austin

2. Sallie Wotcha – Arts and Heritage Development Officer Blaby District Council 
Tarun introduced Sallie Wotcha from Blaby District Council.  Sallie advised that on 22nd February Blaby District Council and Oadby & Wigston Borough Council would be organising a Youth Arts Festival at Countesthorpe College, 7.00pm till 9.00pm.  The evening would include DJ workshops, Graffiti workshops, nail art, live bands and refreshments.   Flyers would be distributed to Zoe and Jamie Clarke.  
Sallie then advised that the Thorpe Astley Subway project was to be restarted to repaint the mural on the Subway walls.  Sallie intended to work with the original groups who had created the designs for the walls but also wanted to include the Youth Council members.  The project would take place in the summer holidays and applications for grants were currently being made toward the cost of the project.  Sallie asked if the youth council members would agree to apply to Blaby District Council for funds and also if Braunstone Town Council would consider making a small contribution to the scheme.
3. Minutes of meeting held on  28th November 2006
The minutes of the meeting held on 28th November 2006 were circulated.  Daniel confirmed that the presentation on the Youth Achievement Awards would take place at the next meeting.  Pauline advised that the application to the Youth Opportunities Fund for funds towards the multiplay area on Holmfield Park had been successful and the Youth Council had been offered £7000.
4. Young Persons Questionnaire

It was suggested that a Young Persons Questionnaire be devised to find out what young people in Braunstone Town want.  Zoe was concerned that this questionnaire reaches all young people not just those that attend the youth clubs and youth council.  The members of the Youth council were asked to consider what questions should be asked and how to ensure it reaches all young people in Braunstone Town.  It was agreed that the next meeting be extended in order for the questionnaire to be compiled.  Members of the youth council agreed that a prize draw be organised for those who return completed forms to encourage as many people to complete the forms.
5. Raffle

Zoe reported that £65 had been raised from the raffles organised using donated gifts from the Football Tournament.  Zoe thanked Tarun and Evie for producing posters advertising the raffles.
6. First Aid Course

Pauline reported that a First Aid Course had been organised for 15th February for young people.  Seven of the twelve places had been taken up so far.

Geena reported that members of the youth council had attended Glenfield youth club on Thursday 25th January to see the Jitty website set up for young people. Braunstone Town Youth Council now had their own page where agendas and minutes from meetings are posted.
