1. Youth Executive
A meeting of the Youth Executive took place first between 5-6pm and involved the following people; Dean (Chair) Callum (Vice Chair) Libby (Jitty Officer), Jenner, Malcolm, and Amy 

Items discussed;

Battle of the Bands Evaluation – Everyone felt the event went really well and was a really positive move in the right direction. There are a number of things the Youth Council can do to improve this for next year which need to be filtered into the Councils Evaluation of the weekend event.

ACTION: Libby to write a list of all the comments about the event and email to Amy to feed into the District Council for consideration.
Poor attendance to Youth Executive – It was felt that there was a disappointing turn out of the Youth Executive at the meeting and the group thought they needed to meet more regularly to start to help run the Youth Council more effectively. Libby requested another meeting of the Exec during the hol time to help this process. 
AGREED: To meet on Wednesday 12th July to take forward the various bits of work required

Support for hard to reach YP– It was becoming an issue that a number of the harder to reach young people in the group were dropping out of the Youth Council or not fully integrating the work going on. It was felt the role of the New Member Officer should address with support from the Exec and the residential etc to limit the problem

AGREED: New member Officer to work on this
Vacancies on Exec – it was a concern about the absence of a Communication Officer from the Exec to write letters etc. 

AGREED: To ask for nominations for this job in main meeting

Youth Conference – It was agreed that a Youth Conference should take place this year to build relationships with the base of the pyramid and to build on the work of last years Vox Pop. A date of 16th Nov was agreed and venues were discussed. The conference would involve team working with Councillor to help select a Youth Champion, Pyramid of participation presentation, showcase of the DVD and a Question Time section.
The details of the conference will be worked on and developed on the residential

ACTION: Exec to visit proposed venue of Castle Donington Manor Hotel to check its suitability for the event. Amy to call Hotel to make them aware and Exec to decide on when visit will take place at the meeting on July 12th
The main meeting commenced at 6pm and the group split into their various sub committees; Connexions, the jitty and a general group
2.  Feedback from Sub Groups
Youth Exec – Dean reported back on the items discussed at the Executive Meeting. 

ACTION: All members to forward comments about B of B to Libby for inclusion into her evaluation report.
Vacancy for Communications Officer was a real concern and needed to be filled. Jess and Warren both volunteered to help fill this role until the next AGM and were co-opted onto the Exec

AGREED: Jess and Warren to be Communications Officers in meantime. Amy to email with what was needed 

Connexions – Karl reported that the group have decided to visit the Connect Centre in Coalville to find out more about the Connexions Service. The group had come up with a number of questions which could be asked which were read out. The group hoped to visit the centre before the next meeting to feed back.

Jitty – Libby was writing a report on the bands played at B of B for the website and wanted to know more detail about each band.
ACTION: Amy to forward info to Libby in an email
Libby asked if anyone was willing to do a feature article with the band for the website and for Vision magazine. Agreed Jess would be best as they go to her school.
ACTION: Jess to contact 8 Score Draws to arrange this with Amy, Libby, Jess and photographer to attend. Jess to email Amy with date
Libby asked if anyone with photos from Sat to email her to put onto website and the question was raised about consent for photos. Consent was not asked for before the event so only certain pictures can be used for the jitty.
ACTION: Amy to email Libby/Phil pics of Sat night to include some on website. Amy to include consent for photos in advance for next year
Kate mentioned things could be included into Connexions RELOAD magazine to help promote events and the work we are doing.

ACTION: Libby to contact RELOAD to input her article onto
Phill asked whether anyone had any pics of NWL in general to input onto the jitty

3.  Main Meeting


Matters Arising – The mins from the last meeting had not been circulated and members wanted a copy to read in preparation for future meetings and for Portfolio evidence.
ACTION: Amy to email and post copies of last meeting and this meeting ASAP
Residential – Dean reported the residential was planned for August 15th-17th and all those wanting to attend need to complete forms and return to Malc ASAP. There are 22 spaces available and the residential will help plan the Youth Conference in November which the Youth Council will run themselves.

Letters – Dean has received a letter from Cllr Felix Fenning regarding the electoral voting system and wanted comment. It was agreed it was an issue to be discussed at CYCLe.

Callum – Taxis are becoming an issue of confusion. All to book taxis at least 2DAYS in advance to ensure to get here. Lorraine will continue to check up for few months then it will be up to individuals themselves.
AGREED: To thank RJK for their support with a gift. Flowers to be given on Weds 12th July by YC
