2.  Sub Groups 6-6:30pm
The group spilt into sub committees; PITP, Youth Exec, Jitty and Connexions 
3.  Feedback from Sub Groups
PITP – Daz feedback on ways in which the Youth Council can get more publicity from the Battle of the bands so more young people know about us. The group came up with the following ideas;
Stalls, competitions, giveaways, leaflets, presentation etc

He also commented as an idea they could film backstage at the event to see what the performers thought about the event.

The code of conduct had been changed slightly to fit this year’s event. James asked if there could be a jitty camera person at the event.
A discussion took place on how the issue of alcohol was going to be addressed and how young people could be informed as to the consequences of bringing alcohol into the event which was decided to be alcohol free.

Agreed – Amy to invite a police officer/CSO to come to the next meeting to discuss

Daz asked whether people felt thought it was fair to judge the bands on style and image as one of the criteria. It was decided to change it to originality, individual preference and crowd reaction as well as other criteria to keep it unbias

Connexions – Kate reported it was the second meeting of the group and they had discussed visiting a Connect Centre to talk to PA’s and find out more on what they did. The group are developing these plans to discuss further and the next meeting
Jitty – There is a competition on the jitty to win a MP3 Creative Zen 20GB Player. The youth council were encouraged to promote the competition within their schools and with friends.
Libby asked how many ppl were current users of the Jitty Forum and encouraged everyone to use the site.
