Feedback

Ed Balls MP

Jess recently met with Ed Balls and asked why Leicestershire is at the bottom of the education-funding table.  He said that he’s working on it, but it may take 10 years to have any effect.

Hot Desks

Tim reminded the exec members that their youth councils have £1,500 to put towards hot desk equipment for their youth council and asked for an update…

North West Leicestershire are waiting to see how the new locality forums take off, they’ll be looking to buy a laptop for each locality.

Blaby members would like their hot desk in the council offices however the District Council have said there is no space, and if there were space then they’d need to pay for security.

Hinckley & Bosworth will be getting their space in the new space with Sherrilee, Rebecca and Malcolm.
Melton are having discussions with their District council; space is lacking in the temporary council offices so they are looking to find space in Venture House until the new offices have been completed in a few years.

Harborough will be getting a trolley with computer and printer on so that they can take it to where it is needed.  They are currently writing their shopping list.

Tim reminded the exec that, before they spend their money, they need to bring a breakdown of the spending to CYCLe Exec to be agreed.

Compact Agreement

North West Leicestershire have a 2-way agreement between themselves and the district council.  Melton are waiting for space on the agenda at scrutiny.

Workers in Charnwood are developing a 3-way agreement between the youth council, borough council and youth service.  Once it has been agreed it will go to the District Implementation Group (DIG) so that it may be shared and hopefully used across the county.

Vox Pop Follow up

The exec looked at the questions from Vox Pop and agreed which were priorities for them
1. University feeds for looking after young people, as corporate parents how will the County Council address this?

The exec agreed to give this to the Care Council to look at.

Action (Emily):
Check with Lesley about Karl’s seat on the Leicestershire Care Council
2. Are there any plans to provide sexual health services in schools for young people aged 14 and over?

JCC are already following up this

3. As young parents we often find ourselves in debt or struggling to understand the benefit system.  What help can the County Council give us?

Action (Poppie):
Follow up the information sheet with SG
4. Refugees are assessed when they arrive and part of the assessment is about age.  Is there an appeal process if this assessment is not correct?

Action (Malc):
Put Tim in touch with Andrew Lake

Action (Tim):
E-mail Andrew Lake to ask Dreamers to follow up this question and feedback.
5. Young people in care would like more say on where they are placed.  How can this happen?

Action (Tim):
Ask the Care Council to follow up this question and feedback
6. Young people from various targeted groups feel that discrimination is happening in school sand the community what are the County Council doing about it?  For example, some schools not providing Halal food when there is a high proportion of students who require it.

The exec agreed that the focus would be to make the Hate Reporting form more youth friendly.

Action (Poppie):
Ask IO for feedback about Halal at Burleigh

7. How can you ensure that young people’s facilities and workers are going to stay despite to cuts?
8. Why do councillors think it was acceptable to cut the Youth Service budget by ¼?
9. Why do further education students have to pay for a school bus pass when you are persuaded to stay on at college? Why do under 18s pay adult prices on busses, especially those in EET?  How come OAPs have passes to travel freely, why can’t young people?
This is already a priority for Blaby.  The exec suggested that CYCLe also looks at publicity for the proof of age cards that some bus companies offer.
10. Why are young people perceived as “hoodies”, “yobs” and “hooligans” when it’s only a small number that are?
This is already being looked at with the Media Image project.
11. Why do you think Leicestershire has been allowed to fall to the bottom of the education funding table?  What can do we do to change this?  How can you work with us to make these changes?
12. Last year young travellers asked about reducing the speed limit along the cost-a-lot site from 60 mph to 30 mph; can you update us about this?  How can we help to move this along?
Malcolm confirmed that there had been some confusion about the traveller sites.  The exec agreed to ask HBYC to lead on this.
13. Is there anything in place to help the homeless young people in Leicestershire? How do you think this could be improved?
DP had suggested that the county council could put together a list of support available.

14. Why is Street lighting being reduced? Wouldn’t that increase crime?

Action (Poppie):
Ask the county council to keep CYCLe up to date about progress with their reduced street lighting programme.

Timeline

At the next main meeting CYCLe will be putting together our Timeline.  Tim asked that all youth councils bring their timelines with them so they can be put together on a calendar.  This will help with CYCLe’s budgeting, will help the staff plan activities over the summer and will help to make sure that the youth council’s events don’t clash with each other.

Action (Phill): E-mail Chairs and Coordinators to ask them to bring their timeline with them.

Action (Chairs): Bring your timelines to the main meeting or send them to Phill.

Meeting Structure and Consequences

At the main meeting there will be a discussion about the structure of meetings and consequences of breaking ground rules.

Tim is suggesting working in short bursts (20 – 30 minutes) and then a short 5-minute break.

Exec members also asked that there be more Ice Breakers and Energisers at meetings.

Emily asked members to make sure they clear up after themselves at meetings.
