Welcome:

Janet welcomed everyone to the meeting and suggested that for the next two meetings, no formal chair is elected.  Nic & Jane will continue to support CYCLe to address the business items on the agenda.  Janet also referred to 2 consultation requests.  There was some discussion about the merits of forming a focus group, but in the end it was agreed that, due to time constraints, young people access the consultation documents and give their individual feedback online.  

Area Updates:

Blaby – Nothing to feedback since last meeting

Charnwood – Held a Christmas party for young people with special needs (a follow on from the Halooween event).  Their conference is being planned for the 1st Feb, they are currently distributing the workload and planning workshops.  They are involved in PAYP inspections in Charnwood, visiting and evaluating activities.  They are also planning a “Cardboard City” campout on 23rd March to look at issues around homelessness.

Harborough – The youth council was dissolved and a new Citizens’ Panel has been set up.  Their first panel meeting will be on March 1st at Thomas Estley school.

Hinckley & Bosworth – Are planning a conference for the end of Feb around “Fair trade” issues.  It will take place at the George Ward Centre
Melton –  No new info since last meeting but Melton Youth Council (Shout Out) continue to work on their 3 issues -  a party in the park/battle of the bands type activity that the Borough Council are supporting her to plan, some work around transport which is an issue in rural parts of the area, and the development a young people’s website.

North West Leics – Trained senior members have been meeting and have linked with Claire at the District Council to form a new Citizens Panel.  Hopefully there will be reps from vulnerable and targeted groups, youth groups, voluntary groups and school and student councils.  2 of the student councils are also meeting to develop a joint venture of work between the two schools, funded by the District Council.
Oadby & Wigston – Met recently to continue their transport campaign.  They have written to Arriva and are planning a “mystery shopper” project. As yet they have had no response from Arriva.  They are looking to plan a conference later in the year, possibly December time, and are planning this years “Supersonic Boom” in the summer.
UKYP

Poppie has been contacted by someone from Young Advisors Committee of the Family Planning Association about being able to publicise and get info out to young people via UKYP.  Poppie to bring this up at the regional meeting.
The next regional is on Feb 4th at Mountfields Lodge in Loughborough, 10am – 3pm.  CYCLe members invited to attend but please let Nic/Jane know of their intentions to do so (for numbers etc).  Nic to book buffet for the event.

UKYP reps are now going out to assess young people’s sexual health provision and carrying out some mystery shops from next week which is the regional focus of UKYP.
